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(16) Legendary Pyusawhti

The legend of Pyusawhti originated in the chronicle of Sakya in Tagaung. Pyu
Saw Hti studied archery under a hermit. As he stayed with Pyu old couple, he came to
be known as Pyusawhti. As he could subduce the boar, the tiger, the bird and the flying
Dragon which were rampant in the land of Bagan. The King Thamudhrit gave him not
only the hand of his daughter but also the throne, But Pyusawhti made his teacher
hermit be King. Only after the demise of hermit king, he succeeded throne. Bu Pagoda,
Nghetpyit taung Pagoda and Thameewhet cave constructed by King Pyusawhti seemed
to prove the legend of Pyusawhtl to be real. [t was said that there was a Buddhist
Mission based in Nghetpyit taung during the reign of King Anawrahta. It was also known
that the Buddhist monk taken to Srilanka by Sapada monk was the Chief abbot of
Nghetpyit taung School.
