Next comes the influence from boyhood friends and
schoolmates, and of course even more strongly, from his
teachers, both in his country and abroad.

Thenthere are extracurricular influences from the books he
reads, the idols he admires, both in his family circle and
outside. Next comes the infuence from his work and its
envronment, his bosses and senior colleagues. With his
collaborators both at home and abroad, the influences
work both ways.

As he attains position and social status he now exercises
influence on his subordinates at work and his family
members at home. Even after official supernumerary retire-
ment, in his voluntary career, he receives and returns influ-
ence among his new circle of colleagues, both at home and
abroad,

Finally he prepares to leave his legacy.
